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Introduction

Senate Bill 1574 established PEI in 1999 to consolidate child abuse and neglect prevention, juvenile
delinquency prevention, and early intervention programs within the jurisdiction of a single state agency. It
has grown to include the Office of Child Safety and Texas Home Visiting.

PEI uses a public health framework to provide early intervention or prevent risk factors that lead to child
maltreatment and fatalities, and support positive child, family, and community outcomes. A public health
framework uses data and stakeholder feedback to assess the effectiveness of programs and adjusts
program delivery accordingly.

PEI aims to improve the well-being of all Texans by acting upon a broad range of factors and conditions that
influence child well-being. Preventing child maltreatment and other negative outcomes includes addressing
the underlying issues, including poverty, family instability, poor health, substance abuse, and mental illness.

PEI organizes its communication efforts toward three major goals: promoting public awareness, engaging
with communities to fund prevention services and coalitions, and positioning PEI as a resource hub.

By providing access to health, wellness, and family-strengthening programs, PEI will achieve a wide array of
positive outcomes that benefit not only those served, but local communities and Texas as a whole.
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PEI at a Glance

Notable Activities
Since 2021, PEI has:

Contracted with The University of Texas Health Science Center-Tyler to update the community
maltreatment risk maps (September 2021) to meet its statutory requirement for increasing the
number of families receiving prevention and early intervention services. PEI collaborated with
various community partners to update the risk factors captured within the mapping tool. PEI
continues to utilize the updated risk maps to inform and develop all relevant requests for
applications.

Planned and implemented projects using American Rescue Plan Act supplemental funding through
our CBCAP ($25 million) and MIECHV programs ($2.6 million)In March 2021, the Office of Child
Safety published the Fiscal Year 2020 Child Maltreatment Fatalities and Near Fatalities Annual
Report in accordance with Texas Family Code 8261.204. This report supports internal and external
efforts to provide awareness on and address risk factors associated with child maltreatment. In
addition, the report encourages the ongoing work of PEI to promote positive outcomes for Texas
children within their established communities and families.

PEI continues to promote outreach campaigns through its flagship public-facing social media
campaign (GetParentingTips.com), utilizing wide-scaled prevention messaging to address both child
and adolescent safety. These campaigns included PEI's participation in Safe Sleep Week (March
22nd-26th), Child Abuse Prevention Month (April), Water Safety Month (May) and Mental Health
Awareness Month (May). PEI also offers comprehensive public messaging toolkits for grantees and
all members of the Prevention and Early Intervention Community, kicking off this initiative with a
Bullying Prevention Month Toolkit (October 2020) followed by Healthy Relationships (February
2021), Child Abuse Prevention Month (April 2021), Mental Health Awareness and Water Safety
Month (May 2021), Breastfeeding Awareness and Promotion (August 2021) and more. These

Partnered with PEI grantees to ensure Texas families did not experience a disruption in supports
available in their community during the COVID-19 pandemic. PEI provided guidance and support to
its grantees to assist them in pivoting to virtual work to continue being a frontline support for families
coping with the impacts and stress brought on by COVID-19, provide basic needs support, and serve
as a connector to other support services in the community.

Expanded grantees’ access to subject matter experts, technical assistance, training sessions, event
workshops, and opportunities for peer to peer learning through the vendor pool of experts.

Began collaborating across DFPS divisions and with national, state, and local partners to enhance
DFPS’s use of family-centered, preventative, data-driven, and evidence-based services and
supports to support DFPS’s work around the Family First Prevention Services Act.

Initiated strategic efforts to address issues of race, equity, diversity, and inclusion both internally and
within overall prevention efforts in Texas. PEI conducted an internal assessment of diversity, equity
and inclusion (DEI) within the division. Based on the results of the assessment, PEI commissioned a
project charter and subsequently created a DEI workplan to guide the implementation of initiatives to
promote equity within PEI and, most importantly, within the communities and families served.

Family Resource Centers (FRCs)

Embedded within existing PEI Grantees, Family Resource Centers (FRCs) began operating in September 1,
2021. FRCs serve as a welcoming hub of support, services, and opportunities for families that reflects
community needs, culture, and interests.

All PEI FRCs are required to include resource navigation in their service delivery model. Other service
activities include parent education, child development education and/or screening, parent leadership
opportunities, skill-based workshops, basic needs assistance, and more. FRCs allow for families to engage in
services at varying levels of intensity, depending on the service type. Each FRC is unique and responsive to
their community’s needs:

Kinship Navigator Program

Congress appropriated funds under Title IV-B, subpart 2 of the Social Security Act to support the
development, implementation, enhancement, or evaluation of evidence-based kinship navigator
programs. Kinship navigator programs are designed to support the many informal kinship
placements that occur outside the child welfare system.
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In Fiscal Year (FY) 2021, PEI grantees developed implementation plans for their perspective
kinship navigator programs. Program implementation efforts are underway for the current fiscal
year. Grantees will take part in an implementation evaluation conducted by The Center for Violence
Prevention of the University of Texas Medical Branch to inform further future implementation.

Early Court Liaison

Early Intervention Court Liaisons in identified Child Protection Courts within Bell, Lubbock, and
Galveston counties. Court Liaisons:

e Increase connectivity between Child Protection Courts and local resources.

¢ Bring a judicial and legal voice to local community collaborations around family support and
prevention work.

e Develop prevention service capacity, focusing on FFPSA eligible services, in targeted
communities through partnerships with local referral networks to better connect and inform
families of services available.

e Increase alignment between community services with Family First Prevention and Services
Act requirements so that those programs can draw down federal funds.

e Conduct readiness and local needs assessments to determine feasibility for implementation
of specialty courts, like infant/toddler or family drug treatment courts.

e Help courts identify opportunities for parent navigation, kinship navigation, and other peer
leadership and support programs.

At present, OCA is hiring for these positions while PEI holds stakeholder meetings convened by
the family court judge, within each service community.

Bexar County Early Intervention Court

The Bexar County Early Intervention Court Program started in Fiscal Year 2017 to provide a
comprehensive, integrated, and coordinated systems approach to help families within Bexar County. This
includes developing, supporting and facilitating individualized services (i.e.: home-based assessments,
home visiting programs provide evidence-based parent education, home visiting, and counseling) to meet
the needs of some of Bexar county’s most vulnerable families. A speaker’s bureau and learning community
have been established to help bring together community partners to address child maltreatment through
prevention.

Program Overview: PEI provides grants to community-based organizations to provides services in
Zip codes with high incidence of juvenile crime. Communities prioritize and fund specific prevention
services to address their community level needs. Some of the approaches include mentoring, jobs

programs, career preparation, and recreational activities.

Success Story: Good Samaritan Community Service Center (Cameron County) Naham has been
involved with the Camp Good Sam for over four years. During the 2020 summer camp, Naham
shared with his fellow camp participants that he was having a hard time at home with his mother and
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often struggled with feelings of loneliness. Naham stated that after sharing his story with camp staff
and other campers he felt extremely supported and was eager to return each day to continue having
conversations with his new friends. From then on Naham returned to his camp classes motivated to
participate, even if he found the material difficult. His daily participation and leadership led other
campers to participate in programming. Naham’s mother expressed to staff her surprise that Naham
would return home from camp eager to share his experiences with her. She stated that participation
in Camp Good Sam eventually led Naham to show more interest in school, even in his least favorite

subject, math.

Beginning in FY20,
Fatherhood EFFECT’s scope expanded to include collaboration with community coalitions, encouraging
organizational adjustments to increase the quality of supports targeted specifically at fathers and pivoting to
explicitly include and support fathers across multiple programs in an organization or community.

Program Overview: Services offered include parent education (group/individual) and local systems
building efforts to support fathers.

Success Story: DePelchin Childrens Center, Harris County. For Jeff, becoming a new father and
navigating relationship issues with his son’s mother was extremely challenging. Jeff got involved with
the 24/7 Dad® class just as he was on the verge of giving up on co-parenting. Attending the class
provided Jeff the opportunity to connect with other fathers, listen to their testimonies, and learn so
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much about himself.

“After completing the group, | feel equipped with knowledge and skills that have helped improve the
relationship between my son’s mother and me. We aren’t the best of friends, but we get along better,
compromise, and do what’s best for our son. It's because of the 24/7 Dad® class and the awesome

leaders of the Fatherhood program that | have a healthier relationship,” said Jeff.

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+ *Texas Kinship Navigator Program: In May 2019, PEI released a funding opportunity specifically
for FAYS grantees to successfully expand services to kinship caregivers throughout the state, in
compliance with the requirements and guidelines of the Family First Prevention Services Act. PEI
funded four grantees serving rural and urban areas; grantees with strong connections to foster care
and Community-Based Care; grantees with a variety of organizational structures; and variety of
experiences working with kinship families.

« Success Story: Buckner International (Rio Grande Valley). Jay, a 16-year-old high school student,
was referred to FAYS by his high school guidance counselor. The family and Jay expressed having
issues communicating with one another, specifically on issues regarding Jay’s school attendance
and academic performance. Jay expressed to his FAYS case manager that his self-esteem was at
an all-time low and he feared he was going nowhere in life. Their case manager utilized the “It’'s All
About Being a Teen” handbook to discuss and work through a variety of topics with Jay, including
but not limited to anger management, communication, problem solving, and healthy decision making.
Additionally, the case manager worked with the entire family to develop stronger communication
skills. After three months of participating in the FAYS program Jay began to attend school on a
regular basis as well as completing his assignments. Jay and his family began communicating more
openly about his goals for the future and increased their connection as well as overall happiness with
one another. In May, Jay graduated from high school with the rest of his classmates, a milestone he
expressed being very proud of. He is now working at a local restaurant while taking virtual welding
classes at Texas State Technical College.

+ Success Story: BCFS Health and Human Services, Gregg County. Meg, a 20-year-old former foster
youth, was referred to the HIP program by Child Protective Services in February 2020. A few months
prior, Meg gave birth to her son prematurely when she was only 27 weeks pregnant. At the
beginning of HIP services Meg struggled to keep appointments with her family educator due to her
son’s multiple medical appointments. However, once her son was home from the hospital, Meg
became determined to engage in the HIP program to assist her to be the best mother to her child.
Her family educator indicated that Meg was extremely positive as they worked through the curricula
and never let any challenges hinder her from success. Despite her early struggles, after months of
diligent work, Meg graduated the HIP program which she stated was “important and very helpful” in

her parenting journey.

% Success Story: Strong Families Strong Forces/Boys and Girls Club of Central Texas — (Bell
County.) The Stephens family entered the program after the father, who is a service member,
reported that after several combat deployments he struggled to connect with his spouse and engage
with his two children. His spouse reported to the case managers that she noticed differences in his
behavior such as irritability, being easily startled and withdrawing from social interaction. The father
expressed an inability to connect with his children after being routinely exposed to children injured in
combat. Additionally, he expressed feeling ashamed of the events that occurred during deployment
and did not feel comfortable discussing any aspect of his experiences with his family. This emotional

distance and lack of family engagement led to frequent arguments in the household.

During their time in the program, the family learned how military separations and PTSD impacts the
entire family system. Gradually, with the assistance of their case manager, they worked on
understanding what it means to be a military family and what military separation was like for each
member. The couple worked on communication and connection and made significant improvements
in their co-parenting skills. Over time, the family reported significantly less arguments and more
family engagement in the home. The couple stated that the program helped them maintain and

strengthen their family connection.

Partnership program was serving a mother who needed wheelchair assistance and her eight-month-
old infant. The family was severely impacted by the winter storm and lost running water for 10 days.
During the storm, the mother was able to locate enough water to mix baby formula, but not to bathe
him. She reached out to Nurse-Family Partnership after the baby developed a severe rash from the
baby wipes she utilized to give her child a bath. Hillcrest immediately mobilized to address the
family’s emergency needs. The next day, in part to Nurse-Family Partnership’s advocacy, water was
restored in the apartment complex and the baby’s rash was resolved. Even after family normalcy
resumed, the nurse home visitor continues to support the family in achieving their goals, which
includes mom working towards completion of her associate degree.
